I am sure it has not escaped your attention that this 

week is BRITISH SCIENCE WEEK! The school has 
embraced this with many activities including           
participation in the Big Bang Fair, a STEM careers 
fair, the joint lesson on the Periodic Table to students 
across Verulam, Ridgeway and Sandringham, the 
Chemistry Show and an Amateur Radio Day. The aim 
of the week is to inspire young people with the      
wonders of science and provide them with new        
opportunities to experiment and explore beyond the 
confines of the normal curriculum. There will be      
articles for you to read in the Sandprint over the next 
few weeks covering the activities. Two I would like to 
mention now are the Chemistry Show and the Radio 
Day.  

 
The Chemistry Show this year focussed on various 

elements in the periodic table. Experiments ranged 
from splitting water into its component elements of 
Hydrogen and Oxygen to looking at the colours of   
various oxidation states of transition metals in their 
compounds. We saw coloured flames during          
combustion, change of mass during a reaction and the 
famous óSilver Mirrorô test. With over 20 different  
experiments showcased this was a wonderful           
exposition of the Periodic Table to the young audience. 
Thank you Mrs Gunton, Mr Reynolds and the science 
technicians for staging this event.  

 
On Tuesday, a number of students had the         

opportunity to participate in investigating radio       
communications. Some year 10 students built an AM 
radio receiver from scratch, learning soldering and  
other construction techniques and then having the joy 
of hearing various radio stations when the project was 
completed. Others experimented with directional beam 
antennas, building prototypes and measuring key      
performance figures to see which worked the best. In 
addition, we had the school Amateur Radio Station, 
M0SCY operating throughout the day and making   
contacts with other radio amateurs in Europe, Asia and 
North America. A big thank you to everyone involved 
in making this such and interesting day. 

 
By the time you read this we will have delivered a 

lesson on the Periodic Table to all students in       
Ridgeway, Verulam and Sandringham. This could be 
as many as 2500 students which may make it a World 
Record for the largest class ever taught!!!! Watch this 
space for further updates.
